Greatness comes at a price, and it is not always what we want it to be. 

James and John make a request of Jesus. Their request comes from a misunderstanding of 
who Jesus was; at this time they likely regarded Jesus as the military messiah people were 
expecting. They believed he was going to lead a revolution against Rome and re-establish 
a Jewish kingdom. James and John want to be regarded as some of the first rulers, the 
chief officials when it happens. Jesus corrects their misunderstanding and ours as well.  

If you want to be great, you need to follow Christ into passion and death. This is how you 
find yourself reigning with Him in the new Kingdom. James and John have no idea this is 
what it means to “drink the cup I drink,” but they assent to Christ’s words.  

Ultimately, Jesus is crucified with two criminals – one on the right and one on the left. 
Greatness doesn’t look like what we expect. There is a temptation to want to be regarded 
and applauded. There is a temptation to want to be great. We know, at least on some  
level, that to be great brings suffering. We have to work at it and suffer disappointment 
and setback. But discipleship isn’t like that.  

This is the great challenge we are presented with in today’s Gospel. We may seek  
greatness, but only the glory and greatness found in Christ and the Kingdom of God. We 
get to be a part of that Kingdom, but it looks much different than the kind of worldly  
success that James and John were seeking. It looks like the passion and death of Christ, 
but also, His resurrection. It is in that resurrection that we find true glory and true  
greatness.
